24 hours after arriving, the 35 children at the 
home were like 35 of the closest friends I’d 
ever had.

The love of 
Jesus Christ is in every one of those children 
and they make it apparent from the minute 
you get there.

The second time was just as incredible as the 
first. We had been gone 6 months and yet 
that didn’t change a thing.

Knowing that I have a second family in 
another country is a feeling I can’t describe. I 
was so blessed by all of them once again.

The last night that we stayed at the children’s 
home, I became very sick. I had to go to the 
hospital that night. After receiving treatment, I 
returned to the home. The next day I still wasn’t 
feeling any better and spent most of it in my 
room. While I laid in my bed, one by one the 
children would come by the window, call my 
name and peer in to see if I was alright. Just 

hearing them and knowing that they 
were concerned touched the deepest 
place of my heart. 

Later, a group of the children, along 
with members of our team, came 
to my room. I didn’t know what was 
going on until someone said, “The 
children want to pray for you.” This 
is truly love, I thought. My purpose 
of coming there was to serve them 
and yet here they were serving me. 
The children laying hands on me 
and praying for me is an experience 
that I will never forget. 

God is doing miraculous things at 
the children’s home in Jinotepe. His 
Kingdom is truly at work in every one 
of their hearts.

As believers we all have a mission 
to spread the gospel to all nations. I 
believe that God speaks all languages. 
The greatest language is the love of 
Christ and you don’t need a translator 
to express that. I encourage you to 
visit the children’s home in Jinotepe. 
Your life will be changed forever. I will be back 
in Jinotepe this summer. I’m going to visit my 
family.
